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Course Description
To attain this qualification a total of 8 units must be achieved with the following breakdown. There is a range of Video, Sound, Graphic Design, Digital Photography and Digital Imaging subject areas. Software used may include Adobe Premier, Windows Movie Maker, Photo Story 3, iMovie, Illustrator, Photoshop, Audacity, Soundbooth, Cubase etc and these will be provided by NTOEC.
Equipment needs (cameras, lighting, recorders etc) can also be provided by NTOEC in workshop delivery.

Student  work will largely consist of electronic files which should be organised into folders on the schools shared drive. Regular contact with the teacher and/or assessor is important to ensure satisfactory progress through the work requirements. 
Course Length
The entire course is approximately 240 nominal hours which would take about 8 hours a week over 4 terms to comfortably complete the course in one year although individual units can also be chosen to fit in with your study pattern.
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
